Key characteristics:
Like Speocyclops sp this species may also habitually resemble species of
the copepod order Harpacticoida. Its body is both rectangular and the first
antenna is very short, attaining the length of half the cephalic segment.

Its furca is short and the analoperculum is peculiar, protruding in between
the two branches of the furca. One of the central setae attached to the end
of the furca is especially long and strong.
